The candidate should possess
knowledge of and experience with teaching earth systems science and ecology, with the ability to integrate
concepts and understanding of basic biology, chemistry, and physics; and the ability to structure, plan, and
manage collaborative, long-term student projects culminating in the STEAM Expo, the annual community
celebration of science and engineering. A qualified candidate will also possess strong enthusiasm and deep
knowledge of middle school students, a commitment to fostering and modeling our core values, and a clear
understanding of and dedication to equity and inclusion, and to practicing anti-bias and culturally responsive

pedagogy.

This is a full-time, ten-month, exempt, and benefit-eligible position that reports to the middle school head and
begins on August 24, 2026.
